DO’S AND DON’TS:

D0 grease the pump every 4 hours of operation with a good grade chassis lube. 1 stroke on zerk fitting next to shaft
and 4 sirokes on zerk next to inlet. (See Fig. 1)

D0 flush out pump if pumping corrosive liquids after each use. After flushing with water it is helpful to pump a
neutralizing solution through the pump. Flushing can be done without emptying the solution tank if proper valves are
installed.

Most damage to a pump from corrosive liquids takes place after the pumping is done and the pump is left without
cleaning and neutralizing.

DON'T operate pump over speed. Over speed will break valves and shorten life of mechanism. Maximum RPM is 600.
DON'T operate pump without a good inlet strainer.
DON'T allow pump to freeze.




TROUBLE SHOOTING AND REPAIR GUIDE
For Wanner A10FB & A20FB Pumps

If pump output or pressure is below expectation use the following outline to determine
if the pump needs service or if there is a problem elsewhere in the system.

I. Power or drive train check for:

a) insufficient driving power
b) improper speed, 600 RPM maximum pump speed
c) correct belt tension and alignment

2. Suction end of pump check for:

a) air leak in suction line; loose fittings, cracks from freezing
b) plugged strainer, valves closed in line

) suction hose not in liquid or collapsed

d) suction Iift too high or too long

5. Discharge end of pump check for:

a) proper valves open; air bled out of system

b) tip size and number sized so that their flow requirement is not greater
than pump’s output in GPM

c) correct operation of relief or unloader valve; look for good by-pass
flow with discharge closed

d) check for obstructions in restricted areas such as swing joints, quick
couplers, etc.
